THE CURRENT STATUS AND MANAGEMENT OF FINAL WASTE
The Commission of Inquiry has adopted a five-part consultation strategy to fulfill the mandate given
to the Bureau d’audiences publiques sur l’environnement (BAPE) by the Minister responsible for the
Environment:

1. public hearing in two parts, as provided for in the BAPE Rules of Procedure;

2. survey of disposal facility managers through a questionnaire;

3. discussion and reflection workshops on issues affecting waste;

4. citizens’ assembly made up of a representative sample of the Quebec population;

5. additional consultations specific to Aboriginal communities.

The BAPE gives notice that the sessions of the 1st part of the public hearing on the above-mentioned
file will begin on Tuesday, March 23, 2021 at 7 p.m. This first part aims to allow the public and the
commission of inquiry to obtain all the information they need, to clarify and identify all the aspects by
asking questions and obtaining answers from the resource persons.All sessions will be broadcast live
on the BAPE website at www.bape.gouv.qc.ca and on its Facebook page at www.facebook.com/
BAPEquebec.

The second part of the public hearing will allow the commission to hear from people and organizations
who have filed a brief or who wish to make their views known orally on the subject. The sessions will
begin on Tuesday, May 25, 2021 at 7 p.m. Details will be announced later.

The objective of the survey, which will be carried out by questionnaire to the managers of disposal
facilities, is to obtain additional information on the state of affairs from an economic, social, and
environmental point of view as well as their relations with their neighborhoods.

Exchange workshops with bodies and organizations that have knowledge of waste issues and final
waste management and who want to share their thoughts will be held from mid-April, between the two
parts of the hearing, in order to promote the use of information. These workshops will be public in
nature through their live broadcast on the BAPE website but will not allow public intervention. They will
also be transcribed.

The citizens’ assembly, representative of Quebec society, will provide feedback on questions, guidelines
and areas of development that will emerge from the public hearing, workshops, and survey, and identify
the benefits and the disadvantages.

Finally, terms and conditions for additional consultations specific to indigenous nations and
communities will be announced later.

Considering the current situation surrounding COVID-19 and the specific applicable measures, the
BAPE has adapted its practices to allow as many people as possible to participate in its work.Anyone
interested will be able to ask questions live, provided they register in the registry available on the BAPE
website or by telephone at 1 800 463-4732 as of Tuesday, March 23, 2021 at 7 p.m. and at the start
of each session.

The commission asked the ministère de l’Environnement et de la Lutte contre les changements
climatiques, the ministère des Affaires municipales et de l’Habitation, the ministère de la Santé et des
Services sociaux, the ministère de l’Énergie et des Ressources naturelles, as well as the Société
québécoise de récupération et de recyclage (RECYC-Québec) to write benchmark sectoral reports to
initiate public consultation. These reports are available on the BAPE website at www.bape.gouv.qc.ca.
The same will apply to documents that are added during the public hearing.
