1 would like to know what the Dqamnent of indian A f i n  is going to do, especially when one of your own resarch 
scientists, Mirosiav Nastev, hwn the Department ofNamal Resourees Canada, States in the newspaper Ur Prase that he 
found discrepancies in Niocan's calcuiatioris and that the mine wiil produce more pollutants than what Niocan is 
claiming.
