Dear Mr. Maldofi,

It has come to our recent atiention that the Municipality of Oka, Quebee, along with private
investors, intends to purchase and develop the lands and asscts presently being occupied and held
by the Péres Trappistes. As you are aware, the Mohawks of Kancsatake have always hetd u claim
against all the lands within the Seigneury of the Lake Two Mountams, which includes the 800 acres
curtently occupied by the ‘I'rappistes.

In March of 1991, the government of Canada committed itsell to enter into negotiations with the
Muhawks of Kanesatake, in order to resolve our oulstanding grievances with respect 1o our claim.
As a tesult of these discussions, Canada and the Mohawks, apreed to work towards a fair and just
solution, through a2 Mcmorandum of Understanding (MOU) and an Agreement in Principle to
Negotiate (APN). One. of the pnmary commitments oullined wn the APN, was for Canada 1o
continuc to acquire third party imerests which would cventually Yead to a consolidated land basc (or
the Mohawks of Kanesatake. it is imporiant to note, that the Péres ‘Urappistes, are not innocent third
party purchasers 1o (he lands. As you are aware, this 1s the same religious order thal followed some
the Mohawks of Kanesatake from the Montreal region in'the mid [700s, as such only gained rights
ta the tands via the neglect of the Crown in Right of Canada to protect the Jands and interests of
Kanesatake, as rcpresented by the Seigniorial grant, and through the various treaties, that
Kancsatake was participant to.

Furthermore, recent case law confirms that there is always a duty to consult First Nations when a
*plausihle claim” of aboriginal rights or title 1o land has been asserted but not yet proven. Given the
historical occupation of the Mohawks to the lands, there is a reasonable probability that the
Mohawks can establish aboripinal rights to these lands. ‘Uhis probability, along with our claim, in
addition to the process agreed 1o by Canada and the Mohawks to scttle our claims, places a duty on
the Crown in Right of Canada, to ensure that the inicrests of Kanesatake are protected against
avoidable transactions that would once again limil the ability of the Mohawks 1o acquire additional
Jands for a Jand base, or lands for economic development.



Il is well known, that the Mohawks of Kancsatake have always maintained therr histonical and
ancestral intercsts (o these lands. Taken all together, there is a duly on the part of the Crown 10
ensure that Kanesatake is consulted and to accommedate our interests in the lands and as such, the
Mohawks are stakeholders to any discussions on the development of these lands.

Conscquently, the Mohawks ol Kanesatake consider the above mentioned lands, (o fall within the
realm of third party interests that can be purchased by Canada, according to principles outlined in
the APN and MOU, agreed 1o by the Mohawks of Kanesatake and Canada.

Therefore, we are requesting for you, as the Representative of the Crown in Right of Canada, 1o
intereede on our behalf, by nolifying all parties considering the purchase of the mentioned jands of
Kanesatake's claim and stakeholder interests, as per the MOU and APN. T cannot emphasizc
enough, the numbér of community members who have approached me as Chief, reminding me that
any attemp! to sell these lands 1o innocent third parly purchasers will be perceived by the Mohawks
of Kanesatake, as a further, yet preventable erosion our interests in the Seigneury of Lake of Two
Mountgins. This result favours no party.

I look forward to hearing from you in the need future and pieasc 1o not hesitate 1o contact me for
any additional information.
